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CNF FUTURE WORK

The CNF will be conducting a workshop at the
SPNF in Fiji 6-10 October on safe care and safe
practice. There are also four workshops on the
same theme being held in the Caribbean 21-31
October in Grenada, Trinidad and Tobago,
Barbados and St Lucia. Workshops on governance
and leadership are being planned for Malaysia.

The Commonwealth Steering Committee for
Nursing and Midwifery will be conducting
workshops in India 16-17 February 2009 and the
CNF is planning an associated activity to help raise
funds for the Trained Nurses Association of India
project to build a Central Institute of Nursing and
Research including a care home for the elderly.

Additionally, the CNF has applied for funding to
conduct some research on nurse migration based
on a very successful research project conducted
by the Nurses Association of Botswana.

The CNF is also preparing a funding submission to
replicate a study conducted in Australia on nurses’
access to and use of information technology and
barriers to that access. The study will be
replicated in a number of other Commonwealth
countries giving nurses research based
information to take to their governments to
support better access to information technology
including email and the internet.
